Articulo 1. La presente Resolucién tiene por objeto la actualizacién de la Lista de
Plagas Cuarentenarias para la Republica Bolivariana de Venezuela, a los fines de
facilitar el comercio de rubros agricolas.

Paragrafo Unico. La Lista de Plagas Cuarentenarias para la Republica Bolivariana
de Venezuela, no excluye a otras plagas que con el debido sustento cientifico y
técnico, podran ser afiadidas y consideradas con posterioridad a esta Resolucion,
lo cual permitird al Instituto Nacional de Salud Agricola Integral (INSAI), adoptar
medidas fitosanitarias, a fin de evitar su ingreso al territorio nacional o aplicar las
medidas preventivas establecidas en el articulo 73 del Decreto con Rango, Valor y
Fuerza de Ley de Salud Agricola Integral.

Articulo 2. La actualizacién de la Lista de Plagas Cuarentenarias respondera a
informacién técnica de base de datos oficiales, publicaciones cientificas y técnicas,
registros de interceptaciones de plagas en los puntos nacionales de ingreso y
egreso y de los andlisis de riesgo de plagas correspondientes, esta actualizacion se
realizar4 de forma bianual y se oficializara a través de una resolucién del Ministerio
del Poder Popular para la Agricultura Productiva y Tierras, a través del Instituto
Nacional de Salud Agricola Integral (INSAI).

Articulo 3. Las oficinas socio-bioregionales del Instituto Nacional de Salud
Agricola Integral (INSAI), asi como cualquiera otra unidad administrativa regional o
local creada por dicho Instituto en el territorio nacional, los puntos nacionales de
ingreso y egreso como: puertos, aeropuertos, aduanas de correos y puestos
fronterizos, los laboratorios de diagnéstico fitosanitario puablicos y privados, en
virtud de lo establecido en los articulos 23 y 42 del Decreto con Rango, Valor y
Fuerza de Ley de Salud Agricola Integral, utilizardn esta normativa en sus
actividades permanentes de resguardo y prevencién, ante el nssgo de ingreso de
alguna plaga cuarentenaria.

Articulo 4. Cualquier persona natural o juridica que detecte, dentro del territorio
nacional, alguna de las plagas cuarentenarias sefialadas para la Republica
Bolivariana de Venezuela, esta obligada a notificar al Instituto Nacional de Salud
Agricola Integral (INSAI), tal como lo establecen los articulos 11 y 12 del Decreto
N° 6.129 con Rango, Valor y Fuerza de Ley de Salud Agricola Integral, no
pudiendo ser publicada su presencia, mientras no se haga la verificacion o
diagnéstico por parte del Instituto Nacional de Salud Agricola Integral (INSAI) y se
determine oficialmente la situacién de la plaga en el pais.

Articulo 5. Se actualiza la Lista de Plagas Cuarentenarias para la Republica
Bolivariana de Venezuela, en los siguientes términos:
